Sculptures must involve some vehicle that a pilot can drive - in
other words, no walking! Those interested in participating but can't organize their own team need
not worryl NKCDC will help you find a team that you can joinl All entries must be no bigger than 8
ft wide, 8 ft tall, and 15 ft long and should be able to demonstrate ability to legally and safely
navigate city streets. All entries must have a unified theme with pilots and pit crew in costume.
There can be no projectiles or open flames as part of your sculpture, and it must not be harmful to
the operator or spectators. Helmets are mandatory. Have fun, be creative, and be safel
